BACK THE BADGE IS HOSTED AT OUR 
RANGE & READINESS CENTER IN 
OMAHA, NE. THE PROGRAM IS DIVIDED 
INTO TWO KEY PHASES. 

PHASE 2. CORPORATE SPONSOR 
This four-day, 32-hour session will be made available to a 
select group of first responders. These officers, fire fighters 
and EMTs will be trained to become small element leaders, 
bringing advanced skills to any potential crisis (2 classes of 15 
participants).  

The Phase 1 & 2 curriculum will cover a wide range of subjects, 
including:

Counter-ambush 
Active-threat 
Tactical medicine 
Breaching  
Close quarters clearing 
Use of advanced equipment 

PHASE 1. 
A one-day, 8-hour training session for department-selected 
first responders. The costs will cover training and ammunition 
for 150 participants (10 classes, 15 participants per class).
